The Government has confirmed that it wants to see Neighbourhood Plans continue to progress, with the support of local planning authorities, so as to give more communities a greater role in shaping the development and growth of their local areas.

COVID 19 - On 23rd January a new fast testing centre was opened for those who DO NOT have symptoms of Covid-19. The new testing centre is located at Saffron Walden ECL, 39 Audley Road, Saffron Walden, CB11 3HD (known locally as Fairycroft). This centre is among the first of their kind in the region. It offers new and fast Lateral Flow Tests (LFT) give results in around 30 minutes. This approach to testing helps to identify the hidden cases in the community quicker and allow people to self-isolate and limit the spread of the virus. 
Tests are by appointment only and bookings should be made online https://www.essex.gov.uk/getting-tested-for-covid-19/if-you-dont-have-symptoms 
Anyone booking must live in Uttlesford district. Alternatively, you can book by calling 0333 772 6144 to arrange an appointment. Lines are open from 8am to 8pm every day, including Saturday and Sunday.
